Suite a nos discussions concernant I'arme cité en objet, je vous confirme que le 16 juillet dernier,
un des policiers de notre service qui était armé du «JPX», a utilisé cette arme alors qu'il était seul
au moment des événements.

Circonstances

En effet, selon le dossier, il appert que notre policier fut amené a intervenir dans le cadre d'un
appel concernant une personne qui était intoxiqué a I'alcool et par les drogues (possiblement du
PCP). Lors de son arrivée, le sujet démontrait des signes évidents d‘agressivité envers le policier
(il linvitait a se battre et le menagait), ce dernier fut méme bousculé brusquement par le suspect.
Le policier sortit son arme tout en pointant le sujet, malgré la communication et la négociation
aupres du suspect, celui-ci a décidé de foncer (en courant) vers le policier, il fut immédiatement
tiré avec le «JPX». Le premier coup n‘atteignit pas efficacement le suspect (fut atteint au front), il
tira un deuxiéme coup pour enfin l'atteindre dans la région des yeux, le sujet s'est
immédiatement immobilisé au sol, il fut dans l'incapacité de continuer son dessein. Le premier
coup permit au policier de se positionner efficacement pour son deuxiéme coup car le suspect
s'est immobilisé au premier coup, croyant qu'il avait été blessé a la téte du a la couleur du liquide
(orange).

Lors de cette intervention, le policier a donné comme commentaires que l'arme s'était révélé
efficace, tant par son effet dissuasif que psychologique et ce, auprés du sujet lui-méme que les
autres personnes qui étaient tenté d’entraver le travail du policier.

Caractéristiques du tir :

* Le premier coup fut tiré a une distance approximative de 7 pieds
* Le deuxiéme fut tiré a une distance approximative de 12 pieds

Suite au premier tir, le sujet a eu une blessure légére (petite bosse ou enflure) au niveau du
front.

Espérant le tout a votre entiére satisfaction, je vous souhaite une bonne journée.

English Translation

Following numerous discussions about the weapon cited in this letter, I would like to confirm that
on the 16th of July 2009, one of our officers was equipped with a JPX while overseeing an public
event near Sept-Iles Quebec.

Circumstances

As per our police report our officer was called to intervene in a situation where a man was under
the influence of alcohol as well as under the influence of drogues ( possibly PCP ). Upon arrival
on the scene the subject was very aggressive towards the officer, ( subject was daring the officer
to fight with him and do him bodily harm ), the suspect started to abruptly push & shove the
officer. It was at this time that the officer drew his JPX pointing it at the suspect, laser on. Trying
to communicate and reason with the suspect did not have a desired positive effect and the
suspect ran towards the officer wanting to subdue him. It was at this time that the officer shot
the man with his JPX. The first round of pepper hit the suspect on the forehead at close range
and after putting more distance between himself and the subject the officer fired a second shot
hitting the subject directly in the eyes. The man was instantly immobilized and fell to the ground
and could not carry-on with his aggressive behavior. The first shot of pepper gave the officer
time to position himself for his second shot having disoriented the suspect with the first shot
since said subject thought he had been wounded seeing an orange liquid flowing from his
forehead.

During this intervention the officer commented that the JPX had been very effective, one because
of the psychological effect it had on the suspect as well as on the crowd of people supporting the
man involved. This was very important since all present were also trying to intimidate and hinder
the officer in the performance of his duties.

Characteristics of the shooting :

e First shot fired at a distance of approximately 7 feet
e Second shot fired at a distance of approximately 12 feet

After the shooting a small lump ( swelling ) was discovered where the first shot had reached
the suspect on the forehead. No visible effect on the second shot.
